MINUTES CORRECTION/APPROVAL:

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CORRESPONDENCE:

Alice Brees reviewed the correspondence which was included in the mailing.
PLANNER'S REPORT:

Ms. Brees reported that Eric Snyder retired at the end of January. She introduced
Autumn Sylvester, who is the Acting Director. Vernon Township is working on their
proposed expansion to the sewer area. Frankford Township will be coming in with a
site-specific amendment to add 17 lots to their sewer area. Frankford Township is
caught in between the old rules expiring and the adoption of the new rules.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS:

A. DEP REVIEW OF COUNTY WASTEWATER MANAGEMENT PLAN (WMP) AND

MUNICIPAL CHAPTERS:

Ms. Brees said that she has been getting comments from DEP on three towns and said
that the comments are relatively minor, She said she may contact the towns if she
needs help answering any of the comments when going through the municipal
chapters. Revisions should go back to DEP in May.

B. PROPOSED DEP RULES FOR WATER QUALITY PLANNING:

The existing rules that had been adopted in 2008 expired in mid-January. The
comment period ended and currently the DEP is working on their responses to
comments for the new rules. They will be publishing the comments and responses in
the New Jersey Register. DEP cannot take any action on cur Wastewater Plan until the
new rules are adopted.

C. SEPTIC SYSTEM MAINTENANCE: EXISTING LAWS FOR INSPECTIONS
DURING REAL PROPERTY TRANSFERS:

Ms. Brees said PAC discussed this topic at the last meeting. Rick Gottemoller sent a
copy of the current law, as of 2012. The law basically said that during the time of a
real estate transaction, septic systems are inspected and if there is a cesspool, it is
required to be replaced.

D. WATERSHED UPDATES: UPPER DELAWARE, WALLKILL:

Rachel Posavetz said that she is with Ameri Corps Watershed Ambassador Program.
They do environmental education and outreach. She is available to help with any
projects related to watershed.
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NEW BUSINESS:

A. GRANT FOR SUSSEX COUNTY CONSERVATION AND STEWARDSHIP PLAN —
PROTECTING WATER RESOURCES:

Autumn Sylvester, the Acting County Planning Director, said the County received a
grant from the William Penn Foundation to update its Open Space Plan. The Land
Conservancy is working with the Open Space Committee to update the plan. The
Wallkill River Management Group is also working on this project.

The plan is in two parts. The first part will identify areas that protect water resources
through the development of a GIS model. The second part is a stewardship plan,
which includes restoration projects and watershed stewardship plans. A more
dynamic approach is planned instead of a typical policy approach plan document.

The consultant is developing GIS model and maps to highlight areas that are water
resource based. On February 25, the Open Space Committee will hold a hearing where
both consultants will be presenting the second draft of the GIS model.

Fifteen different characteristics were utilized to identify areas important to water
resource protection. During the Open Space Committee’s December meeting, the first
five characteristics were discussed. The February meeting will have updates to the first
five characteristics and the second group of characteristics and the related mapping
will be presented and reviewed.

When asked about the characteristics, Autumn said the focus areas were: to protect
hydrological resources; protect stream and aquifer quality; protect aquatic ecosystem
functions; and maintain riparian areas. Nathaniel Sajdak will be preparing the project
stewardship outline and recommendations.

PUBLIC COMMENT:

Ernie Hofer discussed a DEP project slated for Sparta Mountain which involves a
stewardship and maintenance plan.

CORRESPONDENCE:
Alice Brees reviewed and discussed the correspondence.
PLANNER'S REPORT:

Yesterday, there was a phone conference call with the DEP and planners from various
NJ Counties regarding grant money that is available for counties to develop their
wastewater plan. Counties are at different stages in developing their wastewater plans.
There are counties that have not started their plans; counties that have sewer area
maps approved and counties that have adopted wastewater plans which have been
sent to the DEP. Sussex County is the third category, since the County plan was
submitted to DEP in June 2015. For the third category, the DEP would focus on septic
system management and wastewater facilities that projected a deficit in the future.
Newton wastewater facility is in the future deficit category, according to their build-out
analysis. The grant money can be used to look at those facilities and what the possible
strategies are. More information will follow.

Ms. Brees also reported that there will be another conference call on Monday. DEP is
finalizing the rules and they are looking for feedback from the County Planners. They
hope to publish the rules in early summer, Letters of Intent back from the Counties in
one month and a Scope of Work and Contract by the end of July.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS:

A. RESOLUTION FOR FRANKFORD TOWNSHIP WASTEWATER MANAGEMENT
PLAN AMENDMENT:

A Resolution for the Frankford Township Wastewater Management Plan Amendment
was provided to the PAC.

A lengthy
discussion followed which focused on enforcement of the septic system maintenance
rules and the impact it would have on the municipalities and/or the County Health
Department. [Note: The volume of the recording became so low, that the discussion
was barely able to be heard on the tape.]

PLANNER'S REPORT:

Ms. Brees talked about the Green Infrastructure Workshop. New Jersey Future will be
working with Newton over the next few years on Green Infrastructure.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS:

A. WATERSHED UPDATES: UPPER DELAWARE, WALLKILL:

No report.
NEW BUSINESS:
A. DEP GRANT AVAILABILITY FOR WASTEWATER MANAGEMENT PLAN:

Alice Brees explained that the NJ Department of Environmental Protection (DEP) sent
a letter to all counties to notify them of “Wastewater Management Planning Grant
Availability” and asking for a Letter of Intent in response. However, the timing is
unusual because the DEP Water Quality Rules have not yet been adopted and the
rules will govern the work to be done under the grants. Ernie Hofer said that without
the adopted rules, we don'’t have an understanding on how to implement it. We don't
know what we need to do, or what it will cost. So until rules are adopted and we have
more answers, we should not be committing to undertake something. Howard Baker
said that the DEP letter states that the Letter of Intent is not a commitment to do
something. It is just to assess the level of interest by the counties. Alice Brees said
that the next step in the process in June is the Scope of Work. At some point, if we’re
going to apply, then we do need to specify the work to be completed.

There was discussion about the DEP grant process predicated on the proposed
regulations, but they can't finalize grants until the regulations are adopted. Alice
Brees said DEP is trying to get the Counties ready, so that when the rules are adopted,
possibly in early summer, then the scope of work could be done. It’s a tight deadline.
However, it might not fall in place the way they’re hoping, if the rules take longer to
adopt.
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Howard Baker suggested that we say we don't want any unfunded mandates and this
should be implemented without raising taxes. Basically we would say that we are a
Tier 3 county and we're interested in the grant money, but we don’t know what we'’re
going to do with it yet. We could have a motion to the effect that the PAC encourages
the Freeholders to send a Letter of Intent to possibly apply for grants. Details on the
grant will become apparent when regulations are finalized and further details are
obtained from DEP. That gets the County off the hook for committing to anything in
particular and gets it down to Trenton, then the ball is in DEP’s court.

Some PAC members expressed concerns about the concept of countywide septic
management as described in proposed DEP Water Quality Rules issued October 19,

2015.

MOTION:

A motion was made by Howard Baker that the PAC recommend that the Frecholders
send a Letter of Intent to DEP advising that they may be interested in the grant money
based on details of the grant and adding that the County does not want any unfunded
mandates. The motion was seconded by Peter Spinney. A roll-call vote was taken. All
were in favor, with a “No” vote from Sam Castimore.

WHEREAS, the Contracting Unit is desirous of entering into said Agreement to join or renew
membership in the MCCPC.

A reduced fee of One Thousand One Hundred Dollars ($1,100.00) can be submitted in lieu of
the full fee if said payment is received by the Lead Agency within forty-five (45) days from the
date of the invoice. The full fee is due to the Lead Agency within ninety (80) days from
receipt of the invoice from the Lead Agency. Failure of any member to submit the annual fee

The annual fee is for the administration of the MCCPC and does not cover fees associated
with litigation costs.

Members may join or rejoin the MCCPC at any time for a prorated fee to be determined by the
Lead Agency.

ESTABLISHING CERTAIN PROCEDURES REGARDING ADDITIONS TO
AND AMENDMENTS OF AGENDAS FOR REGULAR COUNCIL MEETINGS.

WHEREAS, Section 2-2.3, Rules of Council, of the Sussex Borough Code authorizes the
Sussex Borough Council to adopt rules of procedure by resolution which are not inconsistent
with the Code;

WHEREAS, for the purpose of promoting transparency, the Borough Council has
determined that certain procedures should be established with regard to setting agendas for

regular meetings of the governing body;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the governing body of the Borough of
Sussex, County of Sussex and State of New Jersey, as follows:

1. The deadline for requests by members of the Borough Council to add items to the agenda
of a regular meeting of the governing body shall be 4:30 pm on the Wednesday preceding
the meeting. Such requests shall be delivered to the Clerk and shall be reviewed by the
Mayor who shall determine whether the item shall be added to the agenda. If a request is
made by two members of the governing body, the item will be added to the agenda
without the requirement of approval by the Mayor. The terms of this paragraph 1 are
subject to paragraph 2 of this Resolution.

2. All requests shall be specific in terms of the subject matter to be discussed or considered;
otherwise, the Mayor may refer the request back to the requesting Council member(s) for.
clarification, in which case the request shall not be deemed to be received until the
specific information is provided to the Clerk. Any request that duplicates or is covered
by another item that is included on the agenda may by denied by the Mayor. If it is
determined by the Mayor on advice of the Borough Attorney that a requested item should
properly be discussed in executive session, the Mayor may direct that the item be
included for discussion during executive session; and the Clerk may accordingly limit
disclosure of the information to be discussed insofar as it appears on the agenda. If the
requested item involves matters pertaining to personnel, the Mayor may direct that the
item be included on a subsequent agenda in order to allow sufficient time for compliance
with statutory notice requirements. If the requested item requires preparation of a
resolution or ordinance for consideration, the Mayor may direct that the item proceed as a
discussion item only in order to afford the governing body an opportunity to decide
whether to direct the preparation of a resolution or ordinance.

3. The goveming body shall not amend the agenda of a regular meeting of the governing
body during the meeting unless an amendment is recommended by the Clerk,



Administrator or Mayor to address an urgent or emergent matter or a matter that must be
tended to before the next regular Council meeting.

4, This resolution shall take effect immediately.
